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                      DEMOCRACY FOR AMERICA 

At this writing, five young girls have died as a result of the shootings at the Amish school 
near Lancaster, while four others remain in hospitals with devastating wounds that Amish 
humility has succeeded in preventing the news media from describing in detail.  A tenth 
wounded girl has been released from the hospital.   Since that fateful day, I have been 
haunted with thoughts of the terror as the …second, …third, …fourth, …fifth, …sixth,
…seventh, …eighth, …ninth, … and tenth girl anticipated her certain fate amidst 
escalating, unspeakable carnage.  Such incomprehensible violence, leveled against the 
most vulnerable and innocent members of the most vulnerable and innocent of 
communities, raises the question of what exactly is terror and however is it conceivable 
that a war can be waged against it.   How ironic that the perpetrator of the Amish 
shootings seems to have been fighting a purely personal demon of self-loathing, not 
harboring any specific hate or animosity toward his defenseless victims, and ending the 
carnage with a quick, self-administered capital judgment. 

For me, the innocence and brutality of the Amish tragedy sounds in counterpoint to the 
many wars that continue to play around us.  Do our young troops, innocent in their lack 
of knowledge of international policy and world history, go off to foreign battles to 
bravely serve their country or merely “to kick butt”?   At what point do Iraqi (Afghani, 
Palestinian, Israeli, Lebanese, Sudanese, American) children cease to be the uncounted, 
unphotographed victims of guns, bombs and rampage, and become themselves insurgent 
perpetrators?    And what of the funerals?    For the Amish daughters, all we saw was the 
procession of the familiar horse-drawn buggies through the lenses of the national media 
whom we can only trust maintained a respectful distance.  Yet, this is so much more than 
what we’ve seen of our fallen troops, where the occasional funeral makes the local news, 
even as the count of American dead quickly approaches 3,000.   

As Election Day is finally upon us, and we await the immediate accounting of our work, 
let us be mindful of how very much we’ve accomplished in the last year and a half.  
We have explored the most potent issues of our time from war to the courts to social 
welfare, elevating the quality of debate on every issue.  We have drawn Greens and 
Republicans into the Democratic fold, all the while engaging in battles within the 
Democratic Party.   We have heard from farmers and professors, dignitaries from afar,
and random visitors.  We have recruited, encouraged, and developed candidates at all 
levels of government.  We have attended many, too many meetings, volunteered 
countless hours, and responded to seemingly infinite appeals for funds.  And we have 
done it all with honor and dignity and friendship.  

From an unanticipated source, our Amish co-citizens, has come the long-awaited 
example of how to reject irrational action and lust for revenge in the face of 
violence, hate and injustice.  Let it be our prayer, in concert with their tragic loss,
that we continue to honor such a model.

A Benefit Concert for 
Amnesty International

“The America We Believe In: A Benefit Concert for 
Amnesty International USA” will bring together 
musicians from several different traditions to perform 
Friday, November 3, in the sanctuary at Trinity 
United Church of Christ on the corner of Stratton 
and High Streets in Gettysburg. The concert begins 
at 7:30 p.m.

The program will feature traditional “old timey” string 
band, blues, and contemporary folk musicians from 
around the area. They include Tom Jolin and Slim 
Harrison, appearing together as The Barnstormers; 
Judy Marti; Susan Savia; Will Lane; and Larry 
Gregorio.

The focus of the evening will be on respect for 
human rights as a core American value. The concert 
is intended to remind people that rejection of torture 
and a commitment to human rights and the rule of 
law are important American traditions.

The other goal of the concert is to raise money for 
Amnesty International USA, an organization whose 
mission includes support for human rights around 
the world. There is no charge for admission but a 
free-will offering to benefit Amnesty will be taken 
during the program.

Slim Harrison and Tom Jolin have been performing 
traditional American folk music together for over 
twenty-five years. Harrison plays the fiddle, banjo,

guitar, mountain dulcimer, and harmonica and is 
also a sought-after traditional dance caller.  Jolin 
plays the hammer dulcimer, banjo, button accordion, 
guitar, harmonica, and bowed psaltery. He has 
recorded six albums with various groups over the 
years along with a solo album entitled Civilian .

Susan Savia is a seasoned performing artist and 
composer from the York area. Her upcoming debut 
CD is called Cosmic Summer Sojourn. Longtime 
environmental activist Judy Marti is also an 
experienced contemporary folk song writer and 
performer. Her new CD, Gettin' By - Certified 
Naturally Grown Music , is available locally at Gallery 
30 on York Street in Gettysburg.

Larry Gregorio and Will Lane both teach at 
Gettysburg College. Gregorio, a Professor of 
French, plays finger-style blues and traditional 
American folk music. Lane is a songwriter, poet, and 
activist who teaches writing at the College and 
frequently puts his guitar to use both in the 
classroom and in the community.
